Gender:

Often intended to emphasize the
social and cultural, as opposed to
the biological, distinctions between
the sexes.



Definitions:

Gender Identity:

How individuals see themselves
internally, and want to name
themselves, regardless of their
biological sex.

Gender is seen as SUBJECTIVE.

Gender Expression:

How people outwardly express
themselves: male, female,
some combination of the two,
or neither.

Gender roles:

Commonly accepted expectations
of maleness or femaleness,
including social and behavioral
expectations.



Definitions:

Gender Dysphoria:

The distress experienced by those
whose psychological or emotional
gender identity differs from their
biological sex.



Definitions:

Transgender:

This is someone who has acted on
their Gender Dysphoria and
become more like how they feel.

Transgender is a person who
identifies with a gender other
than that which they were born.



Gender fluidity conveys the idea
that people can move back and
forth along the gender spectrum.
