Abortion is when a pregnancy is 
ended through unnatural means so 
that it doesn’t result in the birth of 
a child.  The deliberate termination 
of a human pregnancy.
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Statistics:
• 40-50 million yearly abortions in the world

• 800-900,000 yearly abortions in the U.S. 

• 50 million abortions in the U.S. since Roe v. Wade 
in 1973

• 86% of abortions are for unmarried women

• Reason for abortion: does not want a child, can’t 
afford or not ready

• 2% of abortions are due to rape, incest and risk 
to the mother 



Women who had an abortion were:
(British Journal of Psychiatry- 827,000 women surveyed)

• 34% more likely to develop an anxiety 
disorder

• 37% more likely to experience 
depression

• 110% more likely to abuse alcohol

• 155% more likely to commit suicide

• 220% more likely to use marijuana
